When you throw into the mix the likes 
of World Champion Mr Feelgood, dual 
Miracle Mile winner Be Good Johnny 
as well as the very talented Sammy 
Maguire, the Len Smith is looking like 
one of the better races on the racing 
calendar. 

Connections of New Zealander Bettors Strike have 
also indicated they could make the trip across the 
Tasman Sea.

And what about NSW’s latest star Intoxicated? 

The Michael Siejka-trained son of Brioso Hanover 
has won nine consecutive races and been a giant 
killer along the way!

The Australasian record for a mile stands at 1:50.8, 
which was set by Monkey King in taking out last 
year’s SEW Eurodrive Miracle Mile at Menangle.

Will that time be tested by the 10 combatants in 
the Len Smith? Only time will tell.

The Tabcorp Len Smith Mile isn’t the only feature 
on the April 23 program, with the Cordina Chicken 
Farms Ladyship Mile, Christian Cullen NSW Derby, 
Australian Pacing Gold 2YO C&G Final and Watpac 
Carousel all sure to be highlights.
